Card Stock Cuts for this Project: 

Early Espresso Cardstock: 4 1/4" x 11" (card 

base, scored and folded at 5 1/2") 

Early Espresso Two-Tone Cardstock: 4" x 5 

1/4" (card front) 

Barely Blush Two-Tone Cardstock: Flourish 

& Frames Hot Foiled die cut label (behind 

sentiment) 

White Willow Cardstock: Classic Greetings 

Hot Foiled die cut sentiment;  4" x 5 1/4"

Instructions for this Project: 

1. Use the Stampin' Hot Foil System and the Garden Silhouette Hot Foil Die to foil 

the dark side of the 4" x 5 1/4" piece of Early Espresso Two-Tone Cardstock with 

Light Pink Stampin' Hot Foil. 

2. Use Stampin’ Dimensionals to adhere the panel to the front of the Early Espresso 

card base. 

3. Use the Stampin' Hot Foil System to foil the next-to-largest label from the  

Flourish & Frames Hot Foil Dies in Light Pink Stampin' Hot Foil on the dark side of 

a piece of Barely Blush Two-Tone Cardstock.   

4. Use the coordinating die to cut out the label. 

5. Use Liquid Glue to adhere the label to the card front. 

6. Use the Stampin' Hot Foil System to foil the Happy Birthday sentiment from the 

Classic Greetings Hot Foil Dies in Light Pink Stampin' Hot Foil on a piece of White 

Willow Cardstock.  

7. Use the coordinating cutting die in the set to cut out the sentiment. 

8. Use Stampin' Seal to adhere a loop-d-loop of Barely Blush 3/8" Bordered Ribbon on 

the back of the sentiment. 

9. Use Stampin' Dimensionals to adhere the sentiment to the label on the card front. 

10. Add three Barely Blush 2026-2028 In Color Butterflies. 

11. In the corner of the 4” x 5 1/4" piece of Willow White cardstock stamp the large 

floral from the Sweetly Sentimental stamp set in Tuxedo Black Memento Ink. 

12. Stamp the flower fill images (there are a few) in Barely Blush ink and the leaf images 

in stamped-off-once Peaceful Pine ink. 

 

13. Use Liquid Glue to adhere the panel to the inside of the Early Espresso card base. 



 

14. Stamp the Sweetly Sentimental floral on the front of the Basic White Medium 

Envelope. 

15. Stamp the Sweetly Sentimental floral on the envelope flap.
